Intended Use
The machine is intended for cutting and trimming hedges and bushes in domestic use.

NOTE:
a) Do not use any charger other than that specifically provided for use with the equipment.

b) If the battery pack is very hot you must remove your battery pack from the charger and allow time
for the battery to cool down before recharging.

c) The battery in your new tool is not charged when it leaves the plant. Therefore it must be fully
charged before using the first time

d) Please charge the battery to reach full or no less than half charge before storage. If the tool will
not be used for long periods of time, charge the battery every 3-6 months.

BEFORE OPERATION

WARNING: The charger and battery pack are specially designed to work together so
do not attempt to use any other devices. Never insert or allow metallic objects into
your charger or battery pack connections otherwise an electrical failure and hazard
will occur.

NOTE: The battery pack comes partly charged. Charge the battery pack prior to first use, ideally at
least 60 minutes.

1. STARTING AND STOPPING
Note: before starting your hedge trimmer, remove blade sheath (7).
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TO START YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER

Your trimmer is equipped with two switch levers. Both switch levers need to be pressed for the hedge
trimmer to start.

Depress and hold safety handle switch (3) and press on/off switch.

TO STOP YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER

Move hedge trimmer away from cutting area before stopping. To stop, release either the safety
handle switch (3) or on/off switch (h), the trimmer will stop almost immediately.

Warning! If any parts are missing, damaged or broken, do not operate your hedge trimmer
A until all damaged parts have been replaced or repaired. Failure to do so could result in
serious personal injury.

IMPORTANT TIPS FOR TRIMMING HEDGES
e Assume secure posture and hold trimmer with both hands.

If using a step ladder make sure it is securely located and if working high tie the ladder to the
thicker inner branches of the hedge.

e Ensure no people or animals are in the work area.

PAY ATTENTION TO USE YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER

e |nspect the area to be cut before each use, remove objects which can be thrown or become
entangled in the cutting blades.

e Always hold the Hedge trimmer with both hands and with the blade away from you before turning
it on.

e When trimming new growth, use a wide sweeping action so that the stems are fed directly into
the blade.

e Allow the cutting blades to reach full speed before entering the material to be cut.

e Always work in the direction going away from people and solid objects such as walls ,large
stones, trees, vehicles etc.

e If the blades jam, immediately stop the hedge trimmer.
Remove the battery pack and clear the foreign objects from the cutting blade.
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e Wear gloves when trimming thorny or prickly growth.
* Move the hedge trimmer to feed the branches directly into the blade cutting edges.
* Do not try to cut stems that are too large to feed into the cutting blades.

2. TOP CUTTING

Use a wide sweeping motion. A slight downward tilt of the cutting blades in the direction of motion
gives the best cutting results.

3. SIDE CUTTING

When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin at the bottom and cut upwards, tapering the hedge
inward at the top. This shape will expose more of the hedge, resulting in a more uniformed growth.
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CARE AND CLEANING

WARNING! Remove the battery pack from the tool before carrying out any adjustment,
servicing or maintenance.

1) Never use water to cleaning the unit.

2) Always clean the hedge trimmer immediately after use. Brush the blade using a stiff nylon brush
to remove any debris.
