ASSEMBLY AND OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING! The product and the packaging are not children'stoys! Children must not play with plastic small
parts! There is a danger of choking and suffocation!

Assemble the pressure washer

Unpack all parts and lay them on a flat, stable surface.

Remove all packing materials and shipping devices, if applicable.

Make sure the delivery contents are complete and free of any damage. If you find that parts are missing
or show damage do not use the product but contact your dealer. Using an incomplete or damaged
product represents a hazard to people and property.

Ensure that you have all the accessonies and tools needed for assembly and operation. This also
includes suitable personal protective equipment.

Use this pressure washer for private households only:

If connection is made to a potable water system, the system shall be protected against backflow.

This high-pressure cleaner is designated with a rated input current. The intended use of this product
covers the cleaning of vehicles, buildings, terraces, facades and garden equipment using clean water
and biodegradable chemical detergents. Like-wise the product can be used to clean paving slabs or rain
gutters.

This product may not be used to clean clothing, shoes and other textiles. The water jet should not be
directed against persons. Animals, any electrical equipment or on the product itself. Do not flush any
objects which contain health hazardous matenals. The product must not be run with inflammable,
explosive and toxic liquids.

For safety reasons it is essential to read the entire instruction manual before first operation and to
observe all the instructions there-in.

Mount loose parts delivered with appliance pnor to start-up. Slide the tnigger gun holder into position of
unit left.




Install the trigger gun protector or end cap using screws provided. Align the mounting hole and assemble
the trigger gun protector or onto the product. Secure the connection with the long screw.

Installing the spray wand: Attach the adjustable spray nozzle or rotary nozzle to pressure lance to the
trigger gun and rotate them until the three parts are completely locked.

Align the tongues of the pressure lance with the grooves of the lance connection port of the spray gun
and insert it. There is a spring in the connection port of the spray gun. The spring has to be pressed
down and might need some pressure.

Securely fit the pressure lance by tumning it clockwise and letting it lock into place.

To remove the pressure lance, press it towards the lance connection port of the spray gun and turn it
anticlockwise to remove it.

Attach the adjustable spray nozzle or rotary nozzle to pressure lance in the same way of fitting pressure
lance to the trigger gun.

For better long reach use or comfort use, the extension lance can be connected between the pressure
lance and trigger gun. Align the tongues of the extension lance with the grooves of the lance connection
port of the spray gun and insert it. There is a spring in the connection port of the spray gun. The spring
has to be pressed down and might need some pressure.

Securely fit the extension lance by turning it clockwise and letting it lock into place.

To remove the extension lance, press it towards the lance connection port of the spray gun and tumn it
anticlockwise to remove it.

Connect the high-pressure hose from the hose reel to the trigger gun: Push the hose release and hold
it in position. Insert the connector of the pressure hose into the hose connection port of the spray gun.
Ensure it snaps in place. Release the hose release afterwards.

Hose release

Connect the garden hose to the water inlet: Connect the water hose connecter to the water inlet of the
pressure washer, then thread your garden hose into the water hose connecter. The water hose connector
is supplied with an insulating washer. The water hose connector contains a filter to protect the product
against larger particles. Ensure that this is fixed appropnately. Do not use the water hose connector
without a washer and filter. Impunties in the water can damage the high-pressure pump and the
accessories.




Start up the pressure washer

Park the appliance on an even surface.

Make sure the on/off switch is in its off position “OFF/O".

Connection to water supply. WARNING! Although this product is suitable for attachment to the drinking
water supply local regulations may prohibit the connection to dninking water connections! Observe the
regulations of your local utility company when connecting the product to a water supply linel If it is
prohibited to connect to the drinking water facility, you must use a backflow preventer which corresponds
to BS EN 12729 Type BA or BS EN 61770!

Attach a suitable water hose (not included) to the water supply and the other end to the water hose
connector.

Insert the mains plug into the socket. WARNING! Check the voltage! The voltage must comply with the
information on the rating labell If using an extension cord it must be suitable for outdoor use with sockets
protected against water splashing. Ensure the extension cord is of the proper size and type for your
product (= 1.5 mm?)! Always use a residual current device (RCD) protected supply.

Start up the device as follows prior to operation:

* Tum on the appliance by switching the switch in its on position “ON/I"

* Unlock the lever of the trigger gun.

* Push the lever of the trigger gun, the device will switch on.

* Let the device run (max. 2 minutes) until the water exits the tngger gun without bubbles.
* Release the lever of the trigger gun.

* Lock the lever of the trigger gun.

Winging handle and hose reel

Use the winding handle to rotate the hose reel. The hose reel is used to store the pressure hose.

Pull out the pressure hose from the hose reel for operation.

Tum the winding handle clockwise to wind up the pressure hose for storage. Release the pressure in the
hose before winding up the hose: turn product off using the On/Off switch knob and press gun trigger
until the pressure is released.
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High pressure washing operation

Dry running of more than 2 minutes might lead to damage of the high-pressure pump. If the appliance
does not build up pressure within 2 minutes, switch the appliance off and proceed in accordance with
the instructions in Chapter “Troubleshooting”™

Do not operate the product when the ambient temperature is below 0 °C. Water will freeze inside the
product and damage it

Keep a distance of at least 30 cm when using the jet for cleaning painted surfaces to avoid damage.
Make sure the on/off switch is set to “OFF/O” position and insert the plug into a properly installed socket.
The washer must be used on a secure and stable surface in a standing, upright position.

X

The spray gun is equipped with a trigger lock in order to prevent accidental activation of the trigger.
When the trigger lock is in locked position, the spray gun trigger will be disabled. When the trigger lock
is in unlocked position, the spray gun trigger will be enabled and ready for use. Use the safety trigger
lock, when the product is not in use, when it is left unattended or dunng assembly of additional
accessories.

Automatic motor start/stop device is operated by the spray gun trigger. When the trigger is released, the
dynamic pressure automatically cuts out the motor. When the trigger is depressed the automatic drop in
pressure starts the motor and the pressure is restored after a very slight delay.

Connect the product to power and water supply as described.

* Open the water supply.

* Hold the spray gun with both hands.

* Direct the nozzle of the chosen accessory away from you towards the surface to be cleaned.

* Unlock the tngger and press it until a constant amount of water flows through the nozzle, to allow air
trapped in the hose to escape.

* Release the trigger.

* Turn the on/off switch to “ON/I" (on).Hold the spray gun with both hands. Direct the water jet to the
object to be cleaned and press the trigger. Release the lever of the trigger gun, the device will switch off
again and stop the water jet. High pressure remains in the system.



WARNING! Beware of kickback when pressing the trigger! Always hold the spray gun with both hands!

Using the patio cleaner brush

The patio cleaner is specially designed to clean large flat surfaces.

Always use the patio brush together with the pressure lance when cleaning floors. For better long reach
use or comfort use, the extension lance can be connected between the pressure lance and trigger gun.
Align the angle connector to the top of the patio brush and the rotating nozzle to the bottom side.
Screw the rotating nozzle on the thread of the angle connector. Tighten it well.

WARNING! The patio brush is only intended to be used on flat patio surfaces! Do not attempt to use it

on steps or use it vertically on walls. Never attempt to touch the rotating nozzle or parallel use while
operating.

Using the patio cleaner brush with detergent.

Open the cap and fill in suitable detergent and close the cap afterwards.
Adjust the detergent flow with the knob.




Using the rims brush

The nms brush is specially designed to clean nms and vehicle wheels.

Attach the extension lance onto the spray gun. Attach the rims brush onto the extension lance.
Slightly rotate the nms brush to ensure it faces the proper position if necessary.

Operation with detergent

rotary nozzle or adjustable spray nozzle.

Only use mild, environmentally friendly detergents. Never use aggressive chemicals, abrasive
When spraying detergent from onboard detergent tank, detergent can only be sprayed without using

detergents or similar to avoid damage to your health, the product and the environment.

When using detergents, the matenal data safety sheet issued by the detergent manufacturer must be
adhered, especially the instructions regarding personal protective equipment. Gently pull the onboard
detergent tank out of its storage position. Remove the cap, fill the tank with detergent designed
specifically for use with pressure washers until the level riches the upper graduation mark. The flow of
detergent can be adjusted by tuming the adjustment knob.

To connect the foam sprayer to pressure lance to the tngger gun, then twist counterclockwise until the
three parts are completely locked.

Tum on the pressure cleaner. Press the trigger to operate the unit. The liquid detergent will automatically
mix with water and be discharged through the nozzle.



Tips

WARNING! Prevent water from penetrating the air vents of the product to minimise the risk of damage
to the product and to reduce the risk of electric shock to the operator!

When dealing with vertical surfaces work from the bottom upwards. Rinse from the bottom upward, use
the high-pressure jet at a minimum distance of 30 cm at 45° angle and then from the top downward.

In some cases, scrubbing with brushes is needed to remove dirt. High-pressure is not always the best
solution for good washing results, since it may damage some surfaces. The finest (thinnest jet) adjustable
nozzle jet setting should not be used on delicate or painted parts, or on pressurized components (e. g.
tires, inflation valves, etc ).

Effective washing depends on both the pressure and volume of the water used, to the same degree.
Begin by spraying in a testing area free and clear of people and objects.

Wood and vinyl decks

Reduce your work area to smaller sections and clean each section one at a time for optimal results.
Rinse at high pressure using fan spray keeping the nozzle at least 15-25 cm from the cleaning surface.
Maintain a further distance from the cleaning area when using jet spray.

Caution! Increase the distance from the cleaning area for softer woods.

Cement patios, stone, and brick

Rinse at high pressure using fan spray in a sweeping motion keeping the nozzle at least 7-15 cm from
the cleaning surface.

Maintain a further distance from the cleaning area when using jet spray.

Cars, boats, and motorcycles

Clean one side at a time to achieve the best results.

Rinse at high pressure using fan spray in a sweeping motion keeping the nozzle at least 20 cm from the
cleaning surface. Maintain a further distance from the cleaning area when using jet spray.

Wipe surface dry for a polished finish.

Do not clean the engine with this product!

After use

WARNING! Only separate the high-pressure hose from the spray gun and the water hose from the
product when no more pressure exists in the system! Also ensure that the product is tumed off and
separated from electrical supply!

Release the trigger and lock it.

Turn the on/off switch to its off position “OFF/O".

Tum off the water tap.

Unlock and press the trigger to release the pressure still present in the product.

Lock the trigger.

Disconnect the product from the power supply.

Separate the water hose from the water supply and then from the water hose connector.

Wind the pressure hose and place it onto the pressure hose holder.

Ensure that the hose is not bent or twisted but winded up evenly.

Dismantle the accessories in the reverse sequence of the assembly instructions if you are not going to
use this product for a long penod of time.

Check, clean and store the product as described below.



CARE AND CLEANING

WARNING! Always switch the product off, disconnect the product from the water and power supply and
let the product cool down before performing inspection, maintenance and cleaning work!

Keep the product clean. Remove debris from it after each use and before storage.

Regular and proper cleaning will help ensure safe use and prolong the life of the product.

Inspect the product before each use for wom and damaged parts. Do not operate it if you find broken
and womn parts.

Clean the product with a dry cloth. Use a brush for areas that are hard to reach.

In particular clean the air vents after every use with a cloth and brush.

Remove stubbomn dirt with high pressure air (max. 3 bar).

Do not use chemical, alkaline, abrasive or other aggressive detergents or disinfectants to clean this
product as they might be harmful to its surfaces.

Check for wom or damaged parts. Replace worn parts as necessary or contact an authorised service
centre for repair before using the product again.

Before and after each use, check the product and accessones (or attachments) for wear and damage. If
required, exchange them for new ones as described in this instruction manual. Observe the technical
requirements.

Park the machine on an even surface.

Detach pressure lance from the trigger gun.

Push the disconnect button on the trigger gun and pull the high-pressure hose out of the trigger gun.
Place the trigger gun into the storage for the trigger gun.

Put both rotary nozzle and adjustable spray nozzle into the storage for nozzles.

Coil the high-pressure hose and hang it over the hose storage.

Store the mains connection in the accessory compartment.

Prior to extended storage perniods, as duning the winter, also observe the instructions in the care section.
Always store the pressure cleaner, parts, and accessories in a place that is inaccessible to children. The
ideal storage temperature is between 10 *C and 30 °C. Store the power washer indoors to prevent the
water in the unit from expanding under freezing conditions.

We recommend using the onginal package for storage or covenng the product with a suitable cloth or
enclosure to protect it against dust.

WARNING! Only perform repairs and maintenance work according to these instructions! All further works
must be performed by a qualified specialistl

High-pressure hose: The high-pressure hose is specially constructed with reinforced walls it can be
easily damaged and should be stored carefully. Do not kink. Do not drive vehicles over the hose. Do not
expose the hose to sharp edges or comers. Misuse will lead to ballooning or premature failure and will
invalidate warranty.

Nozzle: Remove any dirt deposits from the nozzle hole using the cleaning needle

Filter: Remove the water hose connector from the water inlet. Disassemble the water hose connector.
Rinse the parts with clear water.

Frost protection: Appliance and accessones that are not completely drained can be damaged by frost.
Completely drain appliance and accessones and protect them against frost. Store the appliance and the
entire accessories in a frost-free room.
