Hold power tool by insulated gripping surfaces, when performing an
operation where the cutting accessory may contact hidden wiring.
Cutting accessory contacting a ,live" wire may make exposed metal parts
of the power tool ,live" and could give the operator an electric shock.
Wear ear protectors. Exposure to noise can cause hearing loss.

Always place the guide shoe on the workpiece when sawing.

Do not start the blade when in contact with workpiece. Wait for blade to
reach full speed before beginning cut.

When blade is binding, or when interrupting a cut for any reason, release
the trigger and hold the cutter motionless in the material until the blade
comes to a complete stop. Never restart the machine when the blade in
contact with workpiece.

Do not use cracked or distorted saw blades.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY AND WORKING INSTRUCTIONS

Use protective equipment. Always wear safety glasses when working with
the machine. The use of protective clothing is recommended, such as dust
mask, protective gloves, sturdy non-slip footwear, helmet and ear
defenders.

BATTERIES

Battery packs which have not been used for some time should be
recharged before use.

Temperatures in excess of 50°C (122°F) reduce the performance of the
battery pack. Avoid extended exposure to heat or sunshine (risk of
overheating).

The contacts of chargers and battery packs must be kept clean.

To obtain the longest possible battery life remove the battery pack from the
charger once it is fully charged.

For battery pack storage longer than 30 days:

Store the battery pack where the temperature is below 27°C and away from
moisture

Store the battery packs in a 30% - 50% charged condition

Every six months of storage, charge the pack as normal.

BATTERY PACK PROTECTION

In extremely high torque, binding, stalling and short circuit situations that
cause high current draw, the tool will stop for about 2 seconds and then the
tool will turn OFF.

To reset, release the trigger.

Under extreme circumstances, the internal temperatur of the battery could
become to high. If this happens, the battery will shut down.
